YOUTH POINTS RACE 2010-2011
June 26th, 2010 — June 18th 2011

The Youth points race consists of 1 class. All youth that are rated a #1 Beginner that
ride in a Youth with experienced gate, and all youth rated a #1 Beginer, a #2 Rookie or a #3
Novice that ride in the Youth Ranked (Youth with Youth) will be eligible for the Youth points
race. But it must be a Youth class. The top 5 Youth will win a recognition award at the end of
the year and awarded at the 2011 RSNC National Finals.

All Youth, regardless of their rating are eligible to ride in any Youth class but since they
have so many other opportunities to succeed in other divisions, points will only be awarded to
Youth with a rating of a #3 or below. This awards program is designed to encourage new youth
to get involved in RSNC events.

Kids, let your producers know that you are interested in a youth class at their santioned
events. This is a class JUST for YOU!

These Points will not go towards the RSNC 2010-2011 Finals as ALL YOUTH will be eligible
and encouraged to ride at the 2010-2011 National finals.

Youth contestants in the Beginner Youth Division must be 13 or younger by January
1st of that year. Beginner Youth may have an adult or experienced person in the gate but the
sorter must be rated a #1 Beginner. All contestants in the Youth Ranked Rated Division must
be under the age of 19 by January 1st of that year. There is no rating cap on the Youth Rated
Division but it is recommended to be a HC class.

STATE CHAMPIONSHIPS 2011
OFFICIAL CONTEST RULES

Beginning January 1st, 2011(excuding the previous years State Finals), all RSNC
contestants will have the opportunity to compete in a State Finals on the following New Year’s
weekend. Producers from your state, starting with the producer that submitted the most
sanctioned teams, will be offered the opportunity to host a New Years Finals and if they do,
RSNC will help furnish awards. For every state that sanctions at least 5 RSNC shows in 2011,
RSNC will contribute 6 Trophy State Championship Jackets. For every state that sanctions 10
or more shows RSNC will contribute prizes through 5th place in each rating category.

The points system will be identical to the current RSNC National Finals point’s race.
First place contestants will earn ¥z point for 3-4 teams, 1 point for 5-9 teams, 2 points for 10-14
teams, 3 points for 15-19 teams, 4 for 20-24, 5 for 25-29, 6 for 30-34, 7 for 35-39, 8 for 40-44,
9 for 45 and over up to 100 teams. If more than 100 teams in a class then the points will be
doubled. Contestants will enter the State Finals with 20-1 points respectively to add to points
earned at the New Years Weekend State Finals.

Contestants will enter the State Finals with 20-1 points respectively in their current
rating category.Producers will add the points earned at their New Years Weekend show to the
points contestants entered with to determine the top winner in each category. Beginner, Rookie,
Novice, Amateur, Open and Masters. Producers can break ties at their discression

Each First Place winning member from each rating category from each state will
permanently be listed in the RSNC HALL OF FAME! The state high money winner and the high
money horse from each state will additionally be enshrined into the RSNC HALL OF FAME

Contestants must attend at least 5 shows to qualify for State Finals prizes. In the event
that there is a tie on points for the State Finals prizes there will be a Tie Breaker Rule: Total # of
cattle sorted in all events that points were applied to is 1st tie breaker. If this does not solve the
tie breaker then we will go to the shortest amount of tome it took to sort that amount of cattle.

Anyone can ride at these State Finals regardless of what state a contestant is from;
but only the top 20 contestants from THAT state that compete at the finals are eligible for the
year end State Championship Awards. Top 20 contestants are listed on the web site and will be
listed at each finals for their respective state. If you are from a state that will not be hosting a
state finals you are still welcome to participate for cash payouts at any state finals shows.

RANCH SORTING EXCEEDS ITS MEMBERSHIP PROJECTION

As a testament to the growing popularity of Ranch Sorting, the RSNC recently doubled its
membership projection by welcoming its 10,000th member, Maddi Madison of Tucson, Arizona. The
original projection was for the organization to reach 5,000 members in 2010. That goal was doubled within
the first two months of 2011 and is still growing at an unexpected rate. In addition to exceeding its
membership projection, the RSNC has sanctioned OVER 400 events for 2011, exceeding its projection of
events by OVER 100. Judging from the number of inquiries from potential producers, the number of sanction
events for 2011 will continue growing. These developments show a tremendous growth in the Ranch Sorting
giving great credibility to the strengthing of sport.

In the February 1, 2011, issue of Quarter Horse News, the popularity and growth of RSNC was
featured in an article by Betsy Lynch.

Dear Fellow Horsemen,

We have been enjoying a very exciting relationship the RSNC. We look forward to the coming year with more enthusiasm now that
spring is right around the corner. With the days warming and the sun showing signs of staying with us longer each day, | think it is
important to evaluate our equine partners.

My interest is in leg care of the horse. Since some of us may be positioned to ride more often with the warming days, | think it
important to take time and put some miles on our four legged friends and try to build up their physical condition before heading to the next
Ranch Sorting. The issue of conditioning is as important to the soft tissue of the legs as is the conditioning of the muscle. Tendons and
ligaments of the lower leg need to build strength and memory same as muscle. If we put to much strain and fatigue to the muscle or lower
leg soft tissue the result can be damaging. Any strains or tears to the tendons or ligaments of lower leg will be difficult to deal with and
recovery is slow and unpredictable. We suggest the best offense is a good defense, so why not protect your horses legs from injuries
caused by fatigue and hyperextension.

Our Iconoclast boot is the only product available to provide proper beneficial support to the sesamodial region of the equine leg.
Our boots do this by giving 360 degree’s of support to the fetlock thru our double sling straps. Many of you have used “splint” boots in the
past and are familiar with the design. This design offers one lower sling strap. This single strap is good for holding the splint boot in place
but falls far short of providing proper beneficial support to the fetlock. The use of a single strap will only pressure one side of the fetlock,
that leaves the opposing side unsupported. While it is true the material is covering the fetlock, it is not supporting it because it does not
provide enough lift to be beneficial for support during depression of the fetlock during travel. The Iconoclast boot application is similar to
our taping our own ankle. We get that 360 degree stability that saves us from hyperextension.

There is little difference in horses of any age or discipline, all horses at some point will experience some degree of discomfort to one or
more legs.

FTP SITE PRODUCER LOG IN

RSNC is coming up with new and innovative ways of assisting producers to be successful. One of the many ways is by
providing an area on the internet called File Transfer Protocol (FTP) site . It is defined as “a standard network protocol used to
exchange and manipulate files over a TCP/IP-based network, such as the Internet.” This is just a fancy way of saying, a place on
the internet to get and put files that are too big to send through email.

This FTP site will allow Producers to log on with a user name and password to download RSNC software. Laura Miller has
taken over the duties of assisting Producers with obtaining RSNC software. There are times when an email address will not allow a
file to be sent via email. Laura, then will make a category on the FTP site with the Producer’s name, then place the software file in
that category. When the Producer is ready to obtain the software, he/she can log on to the FTP site and download the software at
their leisure.

Also, the FTP site is a great place for Producers to upload pictures and show results/article to submit to the Ranch Sorter
Magazine. Follow the steps below:

1. Create a word document that includes details about the winners of your events,ccorrespond the picture names and/or other
details about your event. (i.e. 247-Tom Jones), author of article and photographer first and last name.
2. Save and label the word document (i.e. Tucson AZ Feb 13 2011).

3. Save and label the pictures as jpg files (i.e. 247.jpg) *Do not include in word document*

4. Make a new file on your desktop labeled with your name and show date
(i.e. JohnWayneTucsonAZFeb132011).

5. Put the word document and the pictures in this folder. Then, right click on the folder. Click, send to, compressed zip folder.
Once the zip folder is created it is ready to upload to the FTP site.

6. Finally, follow the directions “FTP Site Producer Directions”.
